MINUTES OF THE MEETING
OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE
NORTH ORANGE COUNTY COMMUNITY COLLEGE DISTRICT

August 26, 2014

The Board of Trustees of the North Orange County Community College District met for its
Only Meeting on Tuesday, August 26, 2014, at 5:30 p.m. in the Board Room at the
Anaheim Campus.

Board President Jeffrey P. Brown called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. and led the
Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Motion carried with Trustees Brown, Dunsheath, Lahtinen, Matsuda, McClanahan,
Miller, and Ontiveros voting yes.

REPORTS

A. Honor Retiree: The Board honored Robert Burson upon his retirement after 36 years
as a groundskeeper at Cypress College.

B. Chancellor’'s Report: Chancellor Doffoney commended Drs. Bob Simpson and
Rajen Vurdien for the excellent convocation events they each hosted on August 22,
2014. He asked that they please extend his gratitude to all employees involved in
sponsoring such a program. He also thanked the Trustees for their attendance and,
especially, Board President Brown’s reflection on the impact community colleges have
on students and their success.

Chancellor Doffoney also thanked the Academic/Faculty Senate Presidents for their
discussion the previous day regarding the bachelor's degree program at the
community college level, as well as on staff development activities.

Volunteers are still being sought for the 2014 Achievement Opportunity Gap Summit,
which is scheduled for October 17 at Fullerton College. Please consider lending a
hand to this worthwhile summit.

On August 18, Chancellor Doffoney hosted the District-wide Managers’ Retreat in
which approximately 70+ managers received FRISK training. FRISK stands for Facts,
Rule, Impact, Suggestions/Directions, and Knowledge, all of which pertain to Human
Resources issues. In addition, Jeff Havens conducted a presentation on “Unleash
Your Inner Tyrant,” which is “designed to help managers and executives become
better leaders by showing them everything they should avoid.”

Chancellor Doffoney reminded the Board of the Trustees & Chancellor Special
Closed Session meeting on Saturday, August 30, 2014, at Fullerton College in the
College Center.

C. Also a part of the Chancellor’s Report, Dr. Doffoney requested that the Trustees
submit to him in writing their response related to the Orange County Grand Jury Report
on Community College Trustees. A brief discussion ensued as to a summary of the
Orange County Grand Jury Report on Community College Trustees and it was agreed
not to be discussed further in public sessions because of the attorney-client, privileged
communication from legal counsel. It was subsequently agreed to have a closed
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session item on the September 9, 2014, Board meeting agenda for discussion with
legal counsel.

Bob Simpson, Cypress College President; Rajen Vurdien, Fullerton College
President; and Greg Schulz, School of Continuing Education Provost, reported on
activities from their respective areas.

As a part of his report, Dr. Simpson stated that fall enrollment is at 96% capacity and
he expects to reach 100% capacity.

As a part of his report, Dr. Vurdien reported a total of 8062 FTES for the fall semester,
plus additional summer FTES puts Fullerton College at a 5+% increase over last year.

As a part of his report, Dr. Schulz introduced Mr. Kaz Cepeda from the Disney
Company. Mr. Cepeda thanked the District for the collaborative program it has with
the Disney Company, which is making a huge difference in Disney employees’ lives.
Dr. Schulz extended an invitation to everyone to attend the SCE Opening Day on
Friday, September 5, 2014.

COMMENTS

A.

Richard Fee thanked the Board for their efforts in pursuing a facilities bond measure
to repair/replace Cypress College facilities that are in disrepair.

Jolena Grande thanked Board and Chancellor for attending the Cypress College
Opening Day activities. She added that the Academic Senate looks forward to
discussing the baccalaureate degree program possibility at Cypress College.

Sam Foster reported that a lot of planning activities have taken place over the
summer, including a leadership symposium, a Faculty Senate Retreat, and new faculty
orientation through staff development.

Dale Craig reported that United Faculty is meeting the following day and he will
conduct a survey to see if there is support for United Faculty Political Action Council
money be used in support of bond Measure J.

Sam Russo announced that after 13 years as ADFAC President, this will be his last
term.

Student Trustee Omar Pichardo thanked the Board and Chancellor for their support
of his attendance at the Community College League of California (CCLC) New Student
Trustee Orientation in Sacramento.

Student Trustee Stephen Tith echoed Student Trustee Pichardo’s comments and
expressed his appreciation for support from the District’s Chancellor’'s Office staff. He
added that attending the New Student Trustee Orientation was a life changing event
for him, which will help him to better serve students.
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H. Trustee Barbara Dunsheath referred to the Chronicle of Higher Education almanac
and recommended reading it. She stated that the recent 3CSN Newsletter included an
article highlighting Fullerton College.

I.  Trustee Donna Miller commended CCLC for its Student Trustee Orientation
Workshop and expressed her pride of the NOCCCD student trustees’ enthusiastic
participation.

J. Trustee M. Tony Ontiveros congratulated Trustees Brown, Dunsheath, and Miller for
their re-election to the Board of Trustees since they do not have any oppaosition.

K. Trustee Michael Matsuda commended Cypress College for reaching out and
supporting students from the Anaheim Union High School District (AUHSD). He added
that he met with Fullerton College faculty where 1,200 AUHSD students are attending
this fall semester and is hopeful of developing a program in which these students
could serve as student mentors to AUHSD students. He also thanked Chancellor
Doffoney for speaking to 200 AUHSD staff regarding leadership.

L. Trustee Leonard Lahtinen announced that as an ongoing member of the Orange
County Transit Authority Citizens Advisory Committee, he has now been selected as
chairperson for the new academic year. Mr. Lahtinen summarized the evaluation of
legal services used by NOCCCD; noted that the District web site needs to be updated
and needs captions for the site photos; and identified the lack of a 2012 Bond
Progress Report.

M. Trustee Molly McClanahan thanked Irma Ramos and Fred Williams for the evaluation
of legal services; she commended Cypress College back-to-school speakers; and
expressed her desire for Emigdio Vasquez, painter, to be acknowledged as an
important figure in Orange County.

Ontiveros that the Board approve the minutes of its Regular Meeting of July 22, 2014.
Motion carried with Trustees Brown, Dunsheath, Lahtinen, Matsuda, McClanahan,
Miller, and Ontiveros voting yes, and including Student Trustees Pichardo and Tith’s
advisory votes.

Iltem 3.a: By the block vote, the Board ratified purchase order numbers P0095406 -
P0097473 through August 4, 2014, totaling $3,953,981.61, and check numbers C0040693
- C0040720, totaling $33,933.95; check numbers F0179063 - F0179977, totaling
$760,785.82; check numbers Q0003628 - Q0003742, totaling $8,246.90; check numbers
88429458 - 88430112, totaling $3,987,420.71; check numbers V0031236 - 0031242,
totaling $72,964.00; and disbursements E8540894 - E8541274, totaling $351,672.35,
through July 31, 2014.

Item 3.b: The Board received and reviewed the District’s Quarterly Financial Status Report
for the quarter ended June 30, 2014, as required by 858310 of Title 5.
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Item 3.c: The Board received and reviewed the Quarterly Investment Report for the quarter
ended June 30, 2014.

Item 3.d: By the block vote, the Board adopted Resolution No.14/15-02, to Approve the
Purchase of CNC Lathe and Related Equipment Manufactured by HAAS, from Haas
Factory Outlet for the Fullerton College Machine Technology (Advanced Manufacturing)
Program in the amount of $88,556 plus tax and freight.

Item 3.e: By the block vote, authorization was granted to enter into an architectural
consultant agreement in the amount of $59,346, inclusive of reimbursables, with Flewelling
& Moody Associates, Inc. to develop a Feasibility Study for the construction of the
Maintenance and Operations Facility at Fullerton College. The term of the agreement shall
be effective August 27, 2014, and terminate on November 30, 2014.

Further authorization was granted for the Vice-Chancellor, Finance & Facilities, to execute
the agreement on behalf of the District.

Item 3.f: By the block vote, authorization was granted to enter into a Cooperative
Agreement with the Department of Rehabilitation for the School of Continuing Education’s
College to Career Program for the 2014/15-2016/17 fiscal years. The Board adopted a
resolution certifying the approval to enter into this agreement and authorized the Vice
Chancellor, Finance & Facilities, or the District Director, Fiscal Affairs, to execute any
agreements, related documents, and any amendments to modify the agreements on behalf
of the District.

Item 3.g: It was moved by Trustee Leonard Lahtinen and seconded by Trustee Molly
McClanahan that the Board opt to participate in the Mandate Block Grant for the fiscal year
2014/15. Motion carried with Trustees Brown, Dunsheath, Lahtinen, Matsuda,
McClanahan, Miller, and Ontiveros voting yes, and including Student Trustees
Pichardo and Tith’s advisory votes.

Further authorization was granted for the Vice Chancellor, Finance & Facilities, or District
Director, Fiscal Affairs, to execute the participation request to the Chancellor’s Office on
behalf of the District.

Item 3.h: It was moved by Trustee Leonard Lahtinen and seconded by Trustee Donna
Miller that the Board grant authorization to enter into an agreement with Facilities Planning
& Program Services, Inc. (FPPS), for the period of August 28, 2014, to November 14,
2014, for an amount not to exceed $177,000 for facilities planning services.

In the ensuing discussion, concern was expressed regarding the (1) timing of the
agreement, (2) the lack of identification of the proprietor of FPPS, and (3) a concern as to
the receipt of additional information. It was clarified that a facilities master plan includes a
list of projects needed to support educational programs, however, when the Board
approved pursuing a bond measure staff got into gear to produce information on
scheduling, scope, program Environmental Impact Reports; and utility/storm drain plans,
etc. Trustee Miller clarified that a Board Subcommittee on Streamlining Agendas and
Minutes had received legal opinion stating it was okay to forward additional information.
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She recommended that Trustees self-monitor for only asking questions and not expressing
opinions when asking questions.

It was stated that FPPS was selected because it was the main provider for the Rancho
Santiago Community College District’'s bond measure, which was quite successful. Staff
checked FPPS’ rates against six other firms and its rate is a very competitive. It was also
clarified that professional services do not require a bidding process.

Upon conclusion of a lengthy discussion on the timing of the agreement, the selection
process, and the scope of the agreement, the motion carried with Trustees Dunsheath,
Lahtinen, Matsuda, McClanahan, and Miller, voting yes, and including Student
Trustees Pichardo and Tith’s advisory votes of yes, and Trustees Brown and
Ontiveros voting no.

Further authorization was granted for the Vice Chancellor, Finance & Facilities, or District
Director, Purchasing, to execute the agreement on behalf of the District.

Item 3.i: It was moved by Trustee Leonard Lahtinen and seconded by Trustee Michael
Matsuda that the Board grant authorization to enter into an agreement with R2A
Architecture for programming and preliminary plan design services for the 1st, 7th, 10th
floors, and the warehouse areas at the Anaheim Campus for the period August 28, 2014,
to December 31, 2014, for an amount not to exceed $52,500. This includes two alternative
plans, as well as reimbursables.

Trustee Lahtinen expressed his desire for the District’s administrative offices be contained
to only two floors at the Anaheim Campus and all other floors be dedicated for instructional
purposes. It was noted, however, that there is not any available space on the current two
floors occupied by the Administrative Offices.

Motion carried with Trustees Brown, Dunsheath, Lahtinen, Matsuda, McClanahan,
Miller, and Ontiveros voting yes, and including Student Trustees Pichardo and Tith’s
advisory votes.

Further authorization was granted for the Vice Chancellor, Finance & Facilities, or District
Director, Purchasing, to execute the agreement on behalf of the District.

Ontiveros to grant authorization for Fullerton College to expend $75,000 from college funds
for its 2014-15 Staff Development Program. Expenditures are estimated to include, but are
not limited to:

$21,350 for campus speakers/presenters and academy coordinators

$3,600 for supplies and training materials

$50 for membership (4C/SD)

$18,000 for supporting professional development activities and events (e.qg.
consultants, contracted services, refreshments)
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o $20,000 for broad spectrum conferences
o $12,000 for software and equipment updates/repairs in the Teaching
Effectiveness Center

Motion carried with Trustees Brown, Dunsheath, Lahtinen, Matsuda, McClanahan,
Miller, and Ontiveros voting yes, and including Student Trustees Pichardo and Tith’s
advisory votes.

Further authorization was granted for the funding of necessary related costs as events
take place, including, but not limited to: supplies, conference registrations and other
related expenses, promotional materials, contracted services, training resources,
recognition awards, consultants, speakers, refreshments, etc. Specific agenda items and
Independent Contractor Agreements will be provided for Board approval at appropriate
times.

Additional authorization was granted for the Fullerton College President to execute all
contracts, including, but not limited to, group booking contracts and agreements and
Independent Contractor agreements.
